period is the Gonbad Qabus ebn Voshmgir,
located three kilometers away northeastern
from the ancient city of Gorgan (Jorjan), the
capital of the Ziyarids dynasty. The Ziyarids
were an Iranian dynasty that ruled in the
Caspian sea provinces of the Gorgan and
IVlazandaranlTabarestan) from 925-1043-
The brick-built is 62/88 meters hight from
f o u n d a t i o n t o e n d o f t h e r o o f . T h i c k n e s s o f
wall is 4/80 m. The body of building has a
ten-pointed star-shaped plan with 36/971
meters high. The internal of corcumference is
30/144 m and the external of circumference is
6 0 / 2 6 8 m .

Approximately 2 meters below the conical roof
and 3 meters above the_ ground, two bands of
brick inscription in kufic script are set between
brick panels with the same words:
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In the name of Allah,the beneficent, the Merciful,
This tall palace for the prince Shams olmaali, Amir
enb Amir, Amir Qabus ebn Voshmgir, Ordered to
build during his life, in the year 397 lunar Heqira,
and the year 375 the solar.

T h e G o n b a d Q a b u s w a s b u i l t i n 3 9 7
AH/1006/1|007 AD on the orders of the Ziyarid
Amir Shams Olmaali Qabus enb Voshmgir
(978 -1012) f rom bo th a rch i tec tu ra l and
historical viewpoints, this moument consiti-
tutes a highly valuable relice from the time
when the land of Gorgan and the Ziyarid
dynasty were at the peak of their prosperity
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
